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The case for iTrumpet
                                for "real world" trumpet players 

The tricky thing about 
simulating a trumpet is 
emulating "embouchure" or 
mouth position.  You press different 

combinations of three keys on a trumpet, 
but you actually control pitch through mouth 
position.  Our first version of iTrumpet 
allowed tilting an iPhone as a metaphor for 
embouchure - but this was only possible 
because it supported just one octave.  
iTrumpet version 2 supports a true B-flat 
transposing trumpet's three octave range, 
so eight embouchure positions were 
required.  We introduced "cheat" keys for 
this, acknowleding that tilt (or the alternative 
of blowing into the iPhone microphone), 
simply wouldn't do.  

We've designed iTrumpet Version 2 so 
that you use your left thumb to substitute 
for your mouth, because playing a real 
trumpet, your left thumb is idle.  We see this 
as the best way to prevent iTrumpet from 
requiring habits alternative to those 
required for playing the real thing.    
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iTrumpet Version 2 was designed from 
the ground up for people who play 
"real world" trumpets:
